� Speed Lane for early Registration vehicles. Early Registered owners can print a “window card” that will 

immediate identify and allow entry to Speed Lane. No Stopping for direction… 

� Discounted T­Shirt available for Early Registration. $5 (pick your size). $15 at the gate.  

� Registration stays at $20 or $25 with T­Shirt ­ Registration has stayed at $20 for over 10 years as our costs 

for T­shirts, tents, awards… continue to increase.  Thus we are keeping the base registration the same and 

just passing on some of the T­Shirt cost.  Still a great deal!  

� Early Chili will be available before the Cook­Off – no waiting for great Chili 

� Many other on­site improvements ( all lessons learned from our first Great Year at OLSM)  

 

History 

Soon after the 2008 Battle was over we saw in the news and were informed by the Freedom Hill Park that the 

County was closing the park for events.  The Park would remain open as a recreational park, but we would need to 

seek a new location for the Battle. 

We started a hunt for a new Venue in conjunction with the Metro Triumph Riders Motorcycle Club.  At club 

meetings and on a Web site we solicited suggestions from our members.  A few guidelines were recommended.  

The cost to the attendees and vendors remain the same.  The area should be central to current attendees.  The 

facilities should be as nice as Freedom Hills.   

We had a map of all attendee’s which showed that most attendees are in the North Central Metro Detroit area, 

even though we have attendees from as far away as Toronto and Cleveland. So we looked to find a location that 

would be as convenient for all as possible.   

Cost containment was tough.  Most venues charge a considerable amount for “rental” and facilities.   

An area large enough for both clubs was also a challenge.  Most areas were either too small or paved concrete 

parking lots. 

We lucked out.  The Metro City Riders had a contact at the Orchard St. Mary’s School.  They had a large area, 

beautiful facility and were centrally located.  As to cost containment we were also in luck.  They hosted a Chili Cook­



off last year, but the cost of event alone was a challenge.  Their thought was we combine the two events. Thus we 

could keep our costs in line and benefit from having a Great Chili Cook­off and Beer available for our guests. 

We consulted our members and the reaction was great.  Our members voted unanimously voted for Orchard Lake 

St. Mary’s as our new Venue for the Battle of the Brits.
